                                                                       
 

                            I suppose every person thinks about the house of his (or her) dream where he/she would  feel calm and 
                       relax, where he/or she would be happy. So, I’m not an exeption. 

       My dream house should be situated in the suburbs of a big city, so that it would be quite a peaceful  neighborhood, but on the other hand you could get to various cultural places and sights, which is  in contrast to living in country or small town houses 
                      . I imagine a two-storeyed cottage of red brick, with a front garden and a swim-

                               As people often say: tastes differ. Someone prefers to see super modern style and someone tends
                      to have something classical, reminding of prosperity and luxury of the 18th and 19th centuries. Personally I’m fond
 of classical style as it gives a sence of solidity and constancy, has strong connection with history and good quality furnishings. The candlelight of  

                      authentic medival ages is emulated here. Huge metalwork chandeliers  in black wrought iron and wall                

                      sconces lighten the room. There are some recesses in  

                      the walls which have a pointed arch shape. 
                               In the centre of the room there is a low coffee table of polished wood. The focal point of the room is 
                      the fireplace, large and imposing, made of stone. Medieval style tapestry and paintings hang above it. A 
                      three-piece suite of upholstered furniture, consisting of a sofa  and two armchairs facing the fireplace, is        
                      arranged to the right of the entrance.
                               The colour scheme of the lounge is light pink-cream, so with a soft pleasant lighting and crackling coal
                       in the fireplace it creates an atmosphere of peace and warmth.                                                                                                                                                                                                                    
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                         If now you go to the left you’ll be in the enchanted forest dining room. Its design includes a gold 

                        frescoed dresser, a tree strung with fairy lights and leaf detail throughout. This sunny room can revive you 
                        with a cheerfulness and a good frame even in a gloomy rainy morning.
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Next to the dining room there is a kitchen. It’s a traditional kitchen with some modern touches. The

                                   Now we go upstairs. On the first floor there are two bedrooms (one of which is a children bedroom),

                         a study, a bathroom and a lavatory.

                                   The bedroom is designed in the style of 1930s, which is characterised by streamlines, geometric 

                         and angular shapes; so it harmonises with the Gothic living room. Smoky blue colours prevail in the room. I 
                         love blue colour! It’s relaxing and provoking dreams. The feature of this room is a huge comfortable bed            

                         occupying the greater part of the room. Espesially I like the ornate canopy that hangs over the bed which                                              

                         supports sheer drapes at each corner. It gives the room a slightly unreal and fairy look. Looking at this  

                         canopy I always think about a princess’s chamber.
                                    Patterned panels hang down the walls and glass ornaments complete the air. It’s a really glamou-

                         rous room.
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                                                The next room is the children’s bedroom which is a real area of fun and excitement with bold 
                          colours.
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The bathroom takes inspiration from the Art Deco period. It’s a decadent bathroom filled with 
                           luxurious furnishings. There is a bath, a small stool, some shelves with shampoos and other things, a wa-
