The walls are complimented with cream woodwork and light coloured laminate flooring.From a central pendant light fitting attach a star shaped light shade. A shoe storage chest, a radiator cover and a build-in closet  are necessary things in it??/the hall. In the basement there is a workout room, a fitness hall and next to it there is a recreation room, where you can play  ping-pong, billiards and bowling. I hope you’ll feel comfortable there.
