Design and Arts are my strong points. (“Weak points” will mean that you know nothing about it and don’t get interested in it) I enjoy reading magazines and watching tv programms about design, especially DIY programms. I enjoy the process of work and the result of it, to see how professionally and enthusiastically   the people do the changes and bring people happiness. 

   I haven’t thought about a house or a flat I’d like to have , so it really was a challenge for me. Many ideas came to    my mind and now you can see the result.  
   
First of all the idea of  my house for me is that  it ‘s a very warm place, an isle of peace, comfort and happiness. Home for me is where you want to return to, it should be a full cup. There is always a place for relatives and   friends. That’s why this house should be big enough and convenient so that everyone could  have a room for themselves. 
  
 I picture myself a two - storeyed cottage. It’s situated in a residential area.It has a lawn and flower beds in the front yard. On the terrace there are benches on either side of the entrance door. My granny likes to sit outside and  watch people walking in the street, and I think it would be conveniet for her.    
Right as you enter inside the house you can feel the inviting smell of backed things and hear the voices of my  family . Children would run in the hall waken by the coming of  guests.  

   You ‘ll leave your coat and shoes in the cabinet on the left and you can glance in the oval mirror in front of you and   now  you are ready to go farther on. There you can see a wide corridor with doors on either side of it. There are 6  rooms in the house and also a kitchen, a bathroom, a utility room, a dining room. As I prefer a variety of styles, the rooms designs are performed in different styles typical for different  countries with their own features. For example, the living room inspired by  Indian culture is warm and vibrant . The walls are washed with different shades and strong spicy colours, which adds warmth to the room.  The focal point of the room is the fire place with the colourful mosaic tiled hearth. The walls are painted in a sandy  peach colour. There are two comfortable sofas covered with a brightly colourized fabric. A stylish cupboard with the decorative fretwork on the frame is panted cream. The light fittings are moved to the corner of the room and the table is  placed below it. An inviting atmosphere is favourable for accepting guests or spending quiet evenings in a family circle.  

The main criterion for a lounge for me is that this room should be quite spacious and warm so that everyone who enters  this room would relax and get rest.   On the same line with the lounge there is a vintage chic kitchen and a dinning room wich is Swedish in style.    

The kitchen is also one of the main rooms in the house. You will agree with me that most of women spend much time  in the kitchen, so I think it must be functional as well as beautiful. So you’d enjoy being there and the meals would be  more delicious. The kitchen is vintage chic, pretty and floral. Tongue and groove wall combine with a soft grey colour skin. Lime green accessories add zest to the room. Tongue and green panelling are fixed to the wall opposite the  window. Fretwork fascias add glamour to the alcoves. The kitchen tiles are painted in a soft blue colour to match the walls.  The table is covered with the rose stencilled tablecloths. Long lavished curtains of green colour of the same lime- green fabric are used for the table cloth.   
Right from the kitchen you can follow to the dining room in Scandinavian modern style. The focal point of    the room is a round dining table and comfortable chairs round it. A soft light flowing through the window fills the  room and leaves a fresh and calm atmosphere. The beautifully made furniture in organic shapeds cheafly fashioned  from wood??.    
There is also a utility room on the ground floor . It’s a dual purpose room. The wooden floor is covered  with light blue hardwearing carpet and is dressed with bean bags for the children to launge?? round them This design   includes a chill out zone for children and a smarter organized utility area for mum.   

Mum’s utility zone consists of a washing machine, a tumble dryer and wooden shelves for different useful  consumer goods and plastic contrivances, brooms and bucklets, which would be useful for me. The walls of this  room are painted in a cheerful yellow and the remaining walls in the room are crips clean white. 

The most luxurous room in the house is an 18th century French bathroom. It is also on the ground floor. The  main feature of it is a circular central shower with long floaty curtains round it.There are steps on either side of the unit that creates a raised area for the sink, toilet and a bath. A large shower and a bath is combined with a romantic    style, to create  somewhat luxurious to relax and escape into.Cool soft colours are used for the walls which make the  room receed and gives the impression of light and space. The bath is sunk into the floor. The wall is layed with terracotta tiles.
   At the opposite end of the corridor there is a stair well leading to the first floor, where mainly bedrooms are situated.
    After you’ve ascended up the stairs the first room on the right is the main bedroom. Brightly coloured silks    from India turn this bedroom into a soft, flowing and relaxing heaven, which takes you to another world. Orange walls, gold silks, a four poster bed and natural materials create an old Colonial look. Indian style wardrobe and Colonial style shutters add an Oriental look to it. All this features contribute to an intimate and romantic atmosphere in the bedroom. 

 
Next to the main bedroom there is a children’s room. This is a boy’s room. Boys are boys. They always want to have fun and excitement, so this area with bold colours and the stripe of a favourite football team would certainly suit them and give them inspiration. Walls in the room are painted turquoise with colourful squares around the room.  A cool bunk bed would be used as  a bed as well as a trainer. The room is decorated with a celebrity clothes line. I think every child would be glad to dwell in this funky room.
   As far as there are no working places in the bedrooms there is an Interactive Study Room with features for both adults and children, it’s all in light grey colour. The wall which is in front of the fireplace is covered with fitted magnet map. There is a large convenient table to act as a computer table. One can settle down to write on dining chairs around the table. A display cabinet suite and the rest of the furniture and the walls are in the same colour. The Victorian   fireplace that highlights the age of the room brings the warmth to it. There are two shelves on either side of the chimney breast. The traditional damask curtains are placed on the window and there is a window sit which seems romantic to me, and is inviting to make oneself comfortable on the cushions and is disposing to meditation or reading
  A rug in front of the fireplace is practical and adds a touch of warmth in minimalist and modern room. Walls have  word boxes on them as an interactive spelling game.
There is another bedroom on the first floor, it’s a guest’s room. It’s not big but light and fresh. It’s in  Scandinavian country style. Scandinavian checked pattern prevails. There is a double-sized bed in the room. It’s covered   with handmade patchwork bedspread. The floor is covered with a handmade striped rug.This rooom reminds of a countryside.
 There is also an attic room upstairs. This is the place where you can just escape to and relax and listen to music.
    The furnishings of the room auspicious to it. There’s a light pirouetted floor. The walls are light turquoise and the ceiling is white, which make the room recede and make the attic room feel taller. You can make yourself comfortable on a dark-blue sofa with cushions on it and read or have a napp. There’s a wooden cupboard (or a bookcase?) with books, audio disks     and a HiFi-system on it. You can use it as a place for parties, there is a lot of place to dance in(((!
